A General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING: Read all safety warnings, instructions, illustrations and
specifications provided with this power tool. Failure to follow all
instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious
injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-operated
(corded) power tool or battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

A Work Area Safety

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite
accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the
presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool.
Distractions can cause you fo lose confrol.

A\ Electrical Safety (When Using the Charger)

a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any
way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools.
Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.
b) Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entfering a
power tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

d) Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or
unplugging the power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges
or moving parts.

A Personal Safety

A Power Tool Use and Care

power tool that cannot be conftrolled with the switch is dangerous and
must be repaired.

c) Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or remove the battery
pack, if detachable, from the power tool before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety

d) Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow
persons unfamiliar with the power tool or these instructions to operate the
power tool.

e) Maintain power tools and accessories. Check for misalignment or
binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other condition that
may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use.

A\ Battery Tool Use and Care

A Service

a) Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only
identical replacement parts. This will ensure that the safety of the power
fool is maintained.

b) Never service damaged battery packs. Service of battery packs
should only be performed by the manufacturer or authorised service
providers.

A Hedge Trimmer Safety Warnings (With Charger)

a) Do not use the hedge trimmer in bad weather conditions, especially
when there is a risk of lightning. This decreases the risk of being struck by
lightning.

b) Keep all power cords and cables away from cutting area. Power cords
or cables may be hidden in hedges or bushes and can be accidentally
cut by the blade.

c) Wear ear protection. Adequate protective equipment will reduce the
risk of hearing loss.

d) Hold the hedge trimmer by insulated gripping surfaces only, because
the blade may contact hidden wiring. Blades contacting a "live" wire
may make exposed metal parts of the hedge frimmer "live" and could
give the operator an electric shock.

e) Keep dll parts of the body away from the blade. Do not remove cut
material or hold material to be cut when blades are moving. Blades
continue to move after the switch is turned off. A moment of inattention
while operating the hedge trimmer may result in serious personal injury.

f) When clearing jammed material or servicing the hedge trimmer,
make sure all power switches are off and the battery pack is removed
or disconnected. Unexpected actuation of the hedge frimmer while
clearing jammed material or servicing may result in serious personal injury.
g) Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with the blade stopped and
taking care not to operate any power switch. Proper carrying of the
hedge trimmer will decrease the risk of inadvertent starting and resultant
personal injury from the blades.

h) When transporting or storing the hedge trimmer, always use the blade

cover. Proper handling of the hedge frimmer will decrease the risk of
personal injury from the blades.

i) Check the hedges and bushes for foreign objects, e.g. wire fences and
hidden wiring.

Assembly Overview

There are 3 steps to the assembly:

STEP 1. Battery Charging
STEP 2. Removing/Installing the Battery Pack
STEP 3. Removing the Blade Sheath

STEP 1 : Battery Charging

1. Charge the battery pack

Use only the charger specifically provided for use with this equipment.

If the battery pack becomes very hot you must remove your battery
pack from the charger and allow time for the battery to cool down
before recharging.

Fully charge the battery before storing it. For prolonged storage,
recharge the battery every three months to maintain its performance

2. To remove or install the battery pack

1. To remove the battery pack, firmly press the release button (F) and
then slide the battery pack (G) out from your tool.

2. After recharging, slide the battery pack back into tool's battery port. A
simple push with light pressure will be sufficient to secure it into place.

3. Charging procedure

1) Plug the charger into the correct power supply. The green light will
iluminate.

2) Slide the battery pack into the charger, ensuring it is securely
positioned in the correct charging orientation. The green light will turn off,
and the red light will illuminate to indicate that charging has begun.

3) Once charging is complete, the red light will turn off, and the green
light will illuminate.

4) After the battery is fully charged, unplug the charger and remove the
battery pack.

NOTE: If the battery pack is locked in the charger, press the battery pack
release button to release and remove it.

AWARNING: If the battery charge is depleted after continuous use or
exposure to direct sunlight or heat, allow the tool to cool down before
recharging to ensure a full charge is achieved.

4. Charging indicator

This charger is equipped to detect potential issues with battery packs.

Indicator lights signal any problems (refer to the table below). If a

problem arises, insert a new battery pack to verify if the charger is

functioning properly.

¢ If the new battery charges correctly, the original battery pack is
defective and should be returned to a service centre or recycling
facility.

¢ If the new battery pack exhibits the same issue as the original, have the
charger inspected and tested at an authorised service centre.

5. Checking the power condition of battery pack
The battery level can be known from the battery indicator light by
pressing the button (a) beside the lights.

STEP 2 : Removing/Installing the Battery Pack

1.Press the battery pack release button (F) and slide the battery pack (G)
out from your tool.

2. Slide the fully charged battery pack (G) onto the tool with sufficient
force until it clicks into position.

STEP 3 : Removing the Blade Sheath

Remove blade sheath (H) as shown below.
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Switching On and Off

1. To swifch the tool on, with one hand, press the safety switch (C) on the
front handle. Simultaneously, press the on/off switch (D) with the other
hand to furn on the hedge trimmer.

The trimmer will remain operational as long as both switches are pressed.
2. To switch off, move the hedge frimmer away from the cutting area be-
fore stopping.

Release either the safety switch (C) or the on/off switch (D). The trimmer
will stop almost immediately.

AWARNING: If any parts are missing, damaged or broken, do not
operate your hedge trimmer until all damaged parts have been replaced
or repaired. Failure to do so could result in serious personal injury. DO
NOT USE WITHOUT HANDLE AND GUARD.

How to Use Your Hedge Trimmer

Inspect the area to be cut before each use, remove objects which can
be thrown or become entangled in the cutting blades.

Always hold the Hedge frimmer with both hands and with the blade
away from you before turning it on. When frimming new growth, use a
wide sweeping action so that the stems are fed directly info the blade.
Allow the cutting blades to reach full speed before entering the material
fo be cut.

Always work in the direction going away from people and solid objects
such as walls, large stones, trees, vehicles efc.

If the blade stalls, immediately stop the Hedge trimmer. Remove the
battery pack and clear the jammed debris from the cutting blade.

Wear gloves when frimming thorny or prickly growth.

Move the Hedge trimmer to feed the branches directly intfo the blade
cutting edges.

Do not try to cut stems that are too large to feed into the cutting blade.

1. Top cutting
Use a wide sweeping motion. A slight downward filt of the cutting blades
(A) in the direction of motion gives the best cutting results.
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2. Side cutting

When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin at the boftom and cut
upwards, tapering the hedge inward at the top. This shape will expose
more of the hedge, resulting in a more uniformed growth.
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Lubricating the Cutting Blade

For optimum performance and longer life, lubricate the cutting blades
(A) before and after each use. Before lubricating, make sure the battery
pack is removed from your hedge frimmer. Apply the oil so that it runs
between the two blades (A). Common light duty/machine oil can be
used.

Your tfrimmer should be stopped, disconnected and oiled occasionally
during use.

Cleaning

Do not use cleaning agents, solvents or water to clean the blade rail.
These may cause severe damage to the tool. The blade rail should be
cleaned and treated with fine oil after each use. Brush the blade using
a stiff nylon brush to remove any debris. Keep clean the ventilation slofs,
motor housing and handles of the device.

Maintenance

Regular maintenance of your equipment extends the lifespan of the
equipment. You will also achieve optimum cutting performances and
avoid accidents. Inspect the hedge frimmer before each use. Have the
unit professionally repaired if any damage occurs.

For Battery Tools

The ambient temperature range for tool and battery use and storage is
32°F - 113°F (0°C-45°C).

The recommended ambient tfemperature range for the charging system
during charging is 32°F - 104°F (0°C-40°C).

Storage & Transport

¢ Clean the equipment before putting it away.

e Store the device in a dry, frost-free, and dust-protected place, and out
of reach of children.

e Do not place other objects on top of the machine.

¢ Use the blade sheath for tfransportation and storage.

e Store the battery only in a partially charged state. The state of charge
should be 40 - 60 % over a longer storage period. (Two LED lights of the
state of charge display light up green).

e During longer storage periods, check the state of charge of the
battery and recharge if necessary (every 2 to 3 months).

e In order to keep the battery well charged, avoid exposing the device
to extreme heat or cold in storage.

e Store the equipment between 50°F (10°C) and 77°F (25°C). During
storage, avoid extreme cold or heat so the battery does not lose
power.
