3. Attach the two provided securing straps to the fifth rung
away from the tailgate end (one on each ramp). Wrap the loop
end of each strap around the center brace and thread the
buckle and “S" hook end through the loop. This permanently
attaches straps to the ramp. SEE FIGURE 2.

USE INSTRUCTIONS:
TO LOAD YOUR 4-WHEELED ATV, UTV OR LAWN TRACTOR:
