The Log Splitter Table is designed for use with The Handy THLS-4, THLS-4G, THLS,6 & THLS-6G log splitters.
Other models may be compatible; however, it is the user’s responsibility to ensure that the THLS-TABLE is
compatible with your chosen log splitter. Check with the log splitter manufacturer for compatibility.

(a minimum of 10 metres) when in use with a log splitter. If approached, stop the log splitter immediately.
AVOID DANGEROUS CONDITIONS

Work in daylight or in good artificial light; always be sure of your footing. Never operate on uneven surfaces
and use extreme caution when reversing or pulling the machine towards you; do not put hands or feet near or
under rotating or moving parts.

INSPECT YOUR MACHINE

Check all screws, bolts, nuts, and washers for tightness before each use, especially those securing. Vibration
during use, may cause these to loosen. Form a habit of checking to see that all other tools/equipment are
removed from the working area before operating. Replace damaged, missing or failed parts before using.
Warning labels carry important information. Replace any missing or damaged warning labels.

DRESS PROPERLY

Be careful of loose clothing and other accessories (watches, necklaces etc.) which can be caught in moving
parts. Long trousers are advisable. Always wear substantial non slip protective footwear when operating.

ASSEMBLY
STEP 1
Prior to any assembly of the log splitter table, ensure your log splitter is unplugged from the electrical power

STEP 2

source.

WARNING
YOU MUST REQUEST THE ASSISTANCE OF ANOTHER ADULT, PRIOR TO UNDERTAKING STEPS 2,3 & 4.

Do not fully tighten the fixing bolts to allow adjustments, until prompted.

— Attach the four uprights to the two U-shaped legs, with bolt M8*35 x4 to create two leg assemblies.

— Join the two leg assemblies to each other with the two cross-struts, again using bolt M8*35 x4.

— Now with the help of another adult, place the tabletop onto the leg assembly and attach using the screw
M6*16 x8, washer 6 x16 and locknut M6 x8 (Note: two washers per bolt, one either side of the tabletop).

You can now tighten all nuts and bolts to ensure the table is stable and level.

— Attach the metal foot brace on to the top of the table, with the screw M6*16 x2, washer 6 x4 & M6
locknut x2 (Note: two washers per bolt, one either side of the tabletop).

—  Affix the front handle to the tabletop with the screw M6*25 x2, washer 6 x4 & locknut M6 x2 (Note: two
washers per bolt, one either side of the handle).




STEP 3
Lift the log splitter (Minimum Two Person Lift) onto the tabletop and ensure the log splitter rear legs are
positioned within the leg brace affixed to the tabletop.

STEP 4

With a second adult ensuring the log splitter does not move from the tabletop, secure the log splitter front leg
to the table, using the screw M6*16 x2, large washer 6 x4 & locknut M6 x2 (Note: two washers per bolt, one
either side of the tabletop).

a) 2 years from the original date of sale to the first domestic user.

b) 90 days from the original date of sale to the professional/commercial user.

c) 90 days from the original date of sale when used for hire.

d) Areduced warranty period of 90 days applies to those items which are subject to normal wear and tear
(e.g. but not limited to wheels, tyres, cutter bars, cylinders, cutting blades, blade boss, belts, cables, nylon
line & spool, collection bags, spark plugs).

e) Engines are supplied with a separate warranty to the machine. The engine manufacturers warranty
statement which will be supplied within the engine instruction manual. All enquiries and warranty repairs
should be discussed with the engine manufacturer or approved warranty repair dealer.

f) 90 days from the original date of purchase for Replacement Spare Parts (unless normal wear & tear
component, which are covered for 30 days).

g) All machines’ must be serviced within the first 12 months from the original date of purchase to comply
with the warranty (if applicable), failure to do so will invalidate the 2nd year of the warranty.
